Greg and Natala Flynn make their wines from grapes grown in their own vineyard near Heathcote. The Flynns Wines portfolio includes Shiraz, Sangiovese, Cabernet Sauvignon Merlot, Verdelho and Viognier, each reflecting individuality and Heathcote regional characteristics. Flynns Wines was awarded 5 out of 5 stars for the winery and listed as one of the ten best new wineries in James Halliday’s 2008 Wine Companion. Preserved fruit and jams made by Natala are also on display and available for purchase. 
Heathcote Winery

Heathcote Winery’s cellar door and art gallery are situated in the main street of Heathcote in a restored miners produce store built by Thomas Craven in 1854 to cater for the huge influx of gold miners seeking their fortune. Its fully functioning winery is located directly behind the cellar door. Although Heathcote Winery specialises in the production of premium Shiraz it also produces a range of quality white wines. Visitors can also sample local produce at the cellar door. Lunch will be served in the beautiful shady courtyard setting of Craven’s Café. 
Idavue Estate

Idavue Estate is a small, family owned boutique vineyard, winery and cellar door. Its fourteen acre vineyard is planted to Shiraz, Cabernet Sauvignon, Chardonnay and Semillon. Idavue Estate is best known for its full-bodied Heathcote Shiraz. Idavue’s premium wines are hand-crafted, basket pressed and matured in French oak with tender loving care by Andy and Sandy.
